A Timeline of O.T. Prophets



1) God sent prophets to Israel and 

Judah to teach, warn, or 

predict future events.

2) 16 prophets wrote17 books. (But 

there were lots of other 

prophets God sent to Israel or 

Judah).

• 2 while in exile (Babylon)

• 3 after exile (Jerusalem)
